Earlier this month, we held our Annual Fund Breakfast.  This year’s theme was “Building a Better 
World”.  Our guests heard testimony from Melissa Mattox whose family will soon move into their new home and 
saw a wonderful video about the past, present, and future of Habitat Iredell produced by the students of CCTL, 
Mitchell Community College’s Early College High School.  It was a great morning of fellowship. 

One of the key questions asked at the breakfast was “What kind of world do we want?”  This is a funda-
mental question and one that each of us should stop to ponder, especially during this, the season of giving. 

At the core of Habitat beliefs is that safe, decent and affordable housing is a basic human right. Millard 
Fuller, the founder of Habitat for Humanity, once wrote that “A house is to a family what soil is to a plant”.  A 
rose cannot reach its full beauty without rich soil and lots of attention.  Likewise a family cannot reach its poten-
tial without a home that is safe, warm, and nurturing. 

     When you consider the families served by Habitat Iredell this is certainly true.  Lisa Moore was mired in 
debt and raising her son Joey on her own.  She wanted to provide a better life for both herself and her son.  But 
the burden of debt coupled with rental payments that constantly outpaced her income left her without many al-
ternatives.  In 2004, Lisa applied and was accepted as a Habitat homeowner.  After some work on her credit with 
our staff, she moved into a home that August.  Joey was 16 at the time and now is on pace to graduate in May 
from UNC-Chapel Hill with a degree in Chemical Engineering.  Lisa, now debt free, is working toward a bache-
lors degree and is an ordained minister.  Free from debt with a place to call their own, this family is living their 
life as God intended. 

 Or the family who moved into their home in 2007.  Shortly after they moved in, we received a letter from 
their six year old daughter thanking the volunteers because “my sissy’s room don’t have mouses anymore.”  What 
a small but significant thing to be thankful for. 

 Or Ms. Elizabeth Feimster  who is 92 years old and for years had to make a choice between maintaining 
her home and buying food and medication.  Through our A Brush with Kindness Program, volunteers were able 
to provide her with window repairs, a new storm door, and repairs to her wheelchair ramp.  She described the 
day our volunteers came in as “the best day of my life.”  A simple act changed her world. 

 Next year marks Habitat Iredell’s 25th year of service to our community.  In those 25 years, we have built 
61 homes in Iredell County and accounted for another 44 worldwide through our tithes to Habitat International.  
We have completed 18 home repairs in the short time A Brush With Kindness has been in existence.  We, along 
with our volunteers and donors have changed worlds.   

 While we are proud of what you have helped us accomplish, there is much to be done. In the years to 
come, Habitat Iredell will expand its services to include a larger emphasis on owner occupied urgent repairs, the 
purchasing and renovation of foreclosures, and targeting  neighborhoods throughout the county for revitaliza-
tion.   

Coupled with this effort, we also plan to strengthen our homeowner support and education program.   

The work we do is key to the health of our community.  The need is infinite but our resources are not.  
The ability to own and maintain you own home is the single most important factor in the health of a community.   

That is not just hyperbole that is a fact.       

We know that communities with a higher percentage of home ownership thrive more than communities 
whose housing stock is mostly rental units.  For instance, some of the less affluent and higher crime neighbor-
hoods in Statesville are less than 20% owner occupied.  No pride in your home, no pride in your neighborhood.  
Families disintegrate, neighborhoods fail, crime moves in, and the cycle of poverty continues.   

That needs to stop now.

HealthyBuilt Homes 
Habitat for Humanity of Iredell County is now  participating in the North Carolina Healthybuilt Homes program. 
The NC HealthyBuilt Homes Program is a collaborative program 
between the North Carolina Solar  Center, the State Energy Office, 
NC Department of  Administration, and local building professional 
organizations.   

NC HealthyBuilt Homes' vision is based on the 3 P's - people, planet 
and pocketbook.  A HealthyBuilt Home is a comfortable, healthy and 
affordable home that reduces energy and water usage and protects 
the environment. The building materials and processes are selected 
to reduce pollution and the waste of natural resources during the 
manufacturing and construction phases and throughout the life of 
the home. 

As a participant in the NC HealthyBuilt program, Habitat Iredell will receive technical assistance, marketing    
assistance, design reviews, workshops, and field consultation services that enable the builder to increase our 

knowledge of the rapidly emerging field of green building. 

Habitat Iredell must follow strict requirements to achieve certification. In following the guidelines a tremendous 
benefit is passed along to our partner-families as they will spend significantly less on their energy costs. Through 
this program Habitat Iredell continues to impact the  success of partner-families. 

Tonight somewhere in our community a little girl will go to sleep in a drafty house, surrounded by mold.  
A little boy will not be able to go out and play because of violence in his neighborhood.  An elderly couple will 
once again try to decide between food on the table or fixing the hole in the roof.  And a young couple will pray for 
a better shelter for their newborn as they languish in a small rental apartment. 

During this Christmas season, we are asking you to continue to help us build a better world for these 
families in need.  Help this community become the world we would all like to live in.  A world where decent 
housing is a matter of conscience, not just something some of us have and others want.
